Coach House, Brassington
Introduction 

Our self-catering cottage was built in the 1600's and was an actual coach house. It is an "upside-down" cottage with the bedroom on the ground floor and the lounge / dining room on the first. 

We hope this statement will be useful but we always welcome telephone or e-mail queries. 

Pre-Arrival 

· We have a website (see "contact information".) 

· Bookings can be made via the website (which can also be accessed via the "Visit Britain" and “Visit the Peak District" websites, e-mail or phone. 

· The bus stop, with two-hourly service to Ashbourne, is 100 metres away. 

· The local taxi service is at Wirksworth. 

· We can arrange for provisions to be ready for your arrival on request. 

· We can provide all our information in large-print or audio on request. 

Arrival & Car Parking Facilities 


· Brassington is a small village with narrow roads. There is roadside parking sufficient for two normal cars outside the cottage. We have excellent relationships with our neighbours and ask guests to park only within the frontage of the cottage. 

· From the road, there is a tiny (80 mms. high) step to the front door. 

· The front door key is in a key-safe on the right-hand door jamb at a height of 1,250 mms. We give you the combination number for the safe on confirmation of booking. 

General Accessibility

The construction of the cottage includes a stairway which may present difficulty for guests with limited mobility. However, essential services i.e. bathroom, kitchen, bedroom, TV are all available on the ground floor. 
We welcome the opportunity to discuss individual requirements as we can enhance the facilities, e.g. with a telephone on the ground floor, provision of a wheel-chair, and we will do our utmost to accommodate any specific requests.

Main Entrance 


· The front doorstep is 230 mms. deep and 1,070 mms. wide. 

· The front door is 930 mms. wide and hinged on the left. 

· The door lock is on the right at height of 1,350 mms. 

· The front door opens into the kitchen. 

· Opposite the front door is a door, hinged on the right, 700 mms. wide opening into a small square carpeted area (the "hall") at the bottom of the stairs. 

· The kitchen light switch is immediately on the right on entering the front door. 

Lounge / Dining Room 

· The carpeted stairway from the "hall" has twelve steps, has two 90 degree turns to the right and has a handrail to the right when ascending. 

· There is an electric storage heater near to the bottom of the stairs. 

· The stairs land at the first floor lounge / dining area which also affords double sleeping accommodation. 

· There is a log-burning stove. 

· The dining table is 1,180 mms. long, 745 mms. wide, 730 mms. high, floor to underside 630 mms. 

· There are two dining chairs and a bedding locker which affords seating for a further two. 

· There are two reclining leather arm chairs. 

· The leather settee is a generous two-seater which opens out into a double bed 1,750 mms. long, 1,130 mms. wide, height to mattress-top 30 mms. 

· All furniture is moveable, but clearance between items of 300 mms. is achievable. 

· There is a nest of three small coffee tables. 

· There is a wall-mounted TV/DVD player receiving Freeview channels. 

· There is a CD player. 

· There is a shelf/drawer unit containing books, videos, games, tourist information, map. 

· There is a variety of ceiling lights, wall lights, mostly with dimmer switches. 

· There is a table lamp which can be moved to suit guests’ preferences.

· There are two electric storage heaters. 

· The first floor room is carpeted. 

· From the lounge area is a door, hinged on the left, 830 mms. wide opening onto an external flight of seven stone steps leading down to the road. The door has a mortise lock and two spline-bolts. Guests are asked to keep the door closed on just the mortise lock, with the key in position, whilst the cottage is occupied so as to afford ready egress in case of emergency. 

Laundry 

· The kitchen contains comprehensive laundry facilities. 

Bedrooms 

· From the "hall", the bedroom is on the right through a door, hinged on the right, 750 mms. wide. 

· The double bed is 1,370 mms. wide with the top of the mattress 630 mms. from the floor. 

· There is a small dressing table with a drawer containing sewing requisites and a hair-dryer.

· The bedroom has a combined TV/DVD player, receiving Freeview channels, mounted on the wall above the dressing table.

· The ceiling light and wall lights have a common switch on the left when entering the bedroom. 

· There is a small bedside table with a drawer and locker on each side of the bed. 

· There is an individually switched wall light for each side of the bed. 

· There is an electric storage heater. 

· The space between the foot of the bed and the wall is 370 mms., narrowing to 220 mms. between the end of the bed and the storage heater. 

· The bed can be accessed from each side. 

· The floor is carpeted. 

· (See dining room and lounge for the second double bed) 

Bathroom, Shower-room & WC 

· From the "hall", the bathroom is on the left, through a door, hinged on the right, 650 mms. wide. 

· The door has a light-weight hook-and-ring fastener on the inside which could be easily forced in case of emergency. 

· The bath height is 500 mms. 

· Over the bath is an electric flexible-head shower. 

· The wash-basin height is 820 mms. 

· The toilet seat is 720 mms high and there is a space of 720 mms. to the right, 170 mms. to the left. 

· The ceiling light is operated from a pull cord, to the left of the door on entering. 

· Switching on the light also starts the extractor fan, which continues to run for a few minutes after switching off the light. 

· There is a small battery-powered LED lamp on the bathroom wall which is useful if one needs some illumination without causing the fan to run, e.g. in the night. 

· There is an electrically-heated towel rail, switched from the kitchen, which achieves a comfortable level of heat in the bathroom. 

· The floor is tiled. 

Kitchen 

· The kitchen is equipped with oven, hob, extractor hood, sink, fridge, freezer, dish-washer, combination washing machine / tumble-drier. 

· There are moveable appliances such as microwave/conventional combination oven, slow cooker, toaster, coffee percolator, "George Foreman" grill. 

· All work tops, the sink and the hob are at a height of 910 mms. 

· There are high and low level cupboards. 

· The lowest shelf of the oven is 400 mms. 

· The highest shelf of the fridge, which sits on top of the freezer, is 1,710 mms. 

· There is a full complement of utensils, crockery, glassware and cutlery.

· There is a minimum width of 800 mms. between opposite work tops. 

· There is under-lighting beneath the high level cupboards and the cooker hood includes lighting.

· There is a small electrically-heated towel rail. 

· There is an electric radiator.

· The floor is tiled. 

Attractions (Displays, exhibits, rides etc.) 

· The Derbyshire Dales and Peak District areas have an abundance of attractions. A supply of leaflets is maintained and our website makes reference to several of the attractions.

Grounds and Gardens 

· There is no garden as such but to the west of the cottage is a small paved area with a stone bench seat, and a tiny 1 metre-square plot which is kept planted with flowers. 

Additional Information 

· A torch is provided for guests’ use together with a supply of batteries

· There is a portable electric heater kept in the under-stairs cupboard.

· The mains electricity isolator switch and circuit breakers are within a cupboard beside the bed in the bedroom.

· The water stop-tap is within a cupboard in the kitchen with a notice inside the cupboard door.

· There is a folder of information presented for guests on arrival. 

· Mobile phone reception in Brassington is very poor. Therefore a land-line phone is provided which has a pay facility. Calls to the owners' home and mobile and 999 calls can be made free of charge. 

· The cottage is non-smoking. 

· Pets are welcome. Please discuss at the time of booking.
